“Top of the pops...!”

The hobby was given an unbelievably bouyant New Year kick-start with BBR’s WinterNational
week-end, with travellers from all corners of the UK & Europe eager to ‘get stuck in.’

Both Saturday and Sunday weather held fair, though some stalwarts reported one section of the
M1 down to 2 lanes due to snowfall. - bottlers are a determined, resilient, lot, not much puts them
off - even Woodhead was open for travellers from the West!

A varied 500+ lot spread in the Saturday Unreserved Auction drew a goodly crowd, prices
generally being pretty solid throughout, with a few bargains slipping thro’ for good measure.
Sunday dawned cold, but no more snow... and some ‘bleary eyes’ from Saturday night Barnsley
revellers? I never saw the early entry Q outside, overall numbers would suggest some sat in the
car so they didn’t have to wait in the cold.

Articles/ features in The Times, Antiques Trade Gazette, local radio.... all perhaps contributed to a
rock solid number of visitors. Black glass book author David Burton was welcomed to sign and
chat about his lifetimes work. AB announced a wedding proposal agreement, and Katie Tatie
came down to show off her little baby Seth. Just a wonderful, warm & friendly event all round.

Some highlight realisations listed below - all with add ons. In truth the entire week-end event was
“Top of the pops’ - in more ways than one:

Pot lids: A good varied couple of dozen, but no spectacular ‘high fliers’. Top was the smaller multi-
coloured ‘The Outs’ @ £450 - just pipping the incredibly rare Gosnell black & white variant - £425.
Hamiltons: As fine a spread in this category as ever seen - the pontilled black glass seemed a bit of a
‘steal” @ £2,360, won in the room, as was the best stoneware hamilton contested to £2,240. The ex
Garth Morrison large size red lipped Trentham hammy £1,060. Minerals: One of the largest crowd
gatherings I have ever looked out on as the two blue codds lined up - you could cut the air! Lot 32
contested to £6,135 and the next (less cobalt) £3,305, and the amber ‘sister” scored just £305. The
rarest of all the Connor Patents managed £590, beaten by fierce competition for the fabulous
Blackburn Sutcliffes patent £1,040. G.b’s: Top two performers here were the round shouldered green
topped John Mackay £480, chased by the Kirkcaldy Leishman st. for £250. Creams: The ongoing
collection dispersal continues to throw up some startling results, regional rarities long since on the
market, now much appreciated/ prized. However, the ‘star’ was from a private vendor in the form of a
large size (some damage) Bolesworth’s green top pushed to £2,480. The mega rare green top Erith
little churn shape (also repaired) was contested to £970, & the blue top blue transferred London pot
(handle restored) £590. Many others performed way beyond my conservative estimates. Black glass:
The delightfully crude 1735 seal (base reglued) did £730 and the 1789 Sillaton mallet £495. Early
stoneware: More examples from the Dr Dudley Davidson and late Dennis Northmore Collection
continue to whet the appetite of devoted followers - Hull slab seal £615, Fox head stirrup £495,
Gainsboro’ cylinder slab seal £470 - same for the ‘J Milsom/ Bristol’ impressed loving cup, hand
shaped reform type £305. Whisky & Beer: The first lot, the Haddington dated flat sided flask with
plaited handle (ultra rare), had enough absentee bids on the cards to ensure a worthy outcome, but a
floor bidder beat all - £1,650. However, the sepia Greybeard (really good print) seemed a tad ‘soft’ at
£450 - find another? As to pub jugs, well the Tunstall Brewery was always expected to be a major
highlight here, so £2,240 was a respectable figure, but the Sunderland Grant Mackay Doulton
Artware jug @ £2,300 just topped that. Not often either of these come on to the open market?
Adpvertising: In this area the motoring material (plenty more to come) was hotly contested, best price
being the Shell Lubricant Dispenser £825, Redex Lubricant £400, Royal Daylight Oil tin sign £450.
Fine Marston’s slate pub sign £450. Cures/ Poisons/ Pharmacy: The unique cobalt ‘Tic &
Toothache Crayon’ bottle attracted a lot of interest, prior and on the day, topped out at £1,120. A 40z
green Wilsons Patent made £590 as did a 10.75ins, cobalt, tall circular shop round with white and red
enamelled lettering. The stunning olive green 12ins tall pontilled shop round managed another £590
figure. Inks: The first teakettle (a shapely pale green example) achieved £355 and a large deep
purple example £330.
